ñHear, O Israel: The Lord is our God, the Lord alone.ò Deuteronomy 6:4 
 
At the beginning of each Steering Committee we repeat four statements that guide 
our relationship with each other as leaders and the first one is ñWe agree to listen 
with the intent to understandò.  It is important that we, as leaders, develop the      
capacity to listen to the thoughts and concerns of others as we make important   
decisions about the life of our church.  We need to listen to the thoughts and     
concerns of our congregation to make sure our decisions will improve the health of 
our mission and ministry.  On a personal level, listening is one of the greatest gifts a 
person can give to someone else.  A person feels either affirmed or ignored based 
upon feeling that someone else has listened to them as they expressed them-
selves, their thoughts, feelings, hurts or joys. 
 
So often, our ability to listen is limited because we are pre-occupied with              
formulating our response to what the person is saying.  It is more important for us to 
win the argument or get our point across than to understand the thoughts or           
feelings of the person speaking.   
 
This is why our statement says to ñlisten with the intent to understandò.  Our           
listening should not be hindered by being pre-occupied with formulating our         
response but should be guided with the goal of understanding what the person is 
trying to say.  Our goal needs to be honoring the person by truly listening with the 
intention of understanding.  If we donôt fully understand then we can ask questions 
that will help us comprehend more fully the ideas they are trying to communicate.  
We may not agree with what the person is saying but we need to clearly              
understand them in order to offer our thoughts.  How often do people look foolish 
as they offer a counter argument that doesnôt relate to what the person is saying 
because they didnôt listen fully. 
 
James, in his letter, says: ñlet everyone be quick to listen, slow to speak, slow to 
anger; for your anger does not produce Godôs righteousnessò. (James 1:19-20)  In 
the book, ñWay of Loveò by Norman Wirzba, the author talks about being in loving 
relationship with others and that our love encourages us to see others as precious 
gifts to be treasured.  We can do this most effectively as we listen to each other, 
taking the time to focus on what they are saying so we can understand what they 
may need as our response.  All of our relationships would be deepened and         
improved if we did.
