The beloved Christmas song, άWƻȅ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ²ƻǊƭŘέ turns 300 years old 
this year.  Originally written in 1719, it was not intended to be a 
Christmas song by its author Isaac Watts.  Rather it was part of a  
collection of hymns Watts wrote for his hymnal of 1719 entitled, 
άPsalms of David imitated in the Language of the New Testament.έ  
άJoy to the Worldέ is a paraphrase of verses taken from the last half 
of Psalm 98.  The psalm is a call for all the earth to make a joyful 
noise to God.  This included all people and all of nature which        
accounts for the well-known phrase άand heaven and nature sing.έ 
 
It is fitting that our theme for this Advent/Christmas Season is     
άWƻȅ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ²ƻǊƭŘέ.  There are four stanzas to this hymn though our          
hymnal lists only three.  Each week during Advent we will look at a 
different stanza focusing on a phrase that it contains.  On Sunday, 
December 1 we will look at the phrase, άlet every heart prepare him 
roomέΦ  Advent is a time to prepare for what is coming and the 
event that is coming is GodΩs love made flesh in Jesus.  How do we 
prepare for that birth and reality in our world?  On Sunday,            
December 8, we will lift up the phrase from the second stanza,     
άlet all their songs employέΦ  Our Choir will present a cantata           
entitled, άA Joyful Journeyέ as they sing Christmas songs from 
around the world.  On Sunday, December 15, we will focus on a 
phrase from the third stanza which does not appear in our hymnal 
or many others, άno more let sins and sorrows growέΦ  This lesser 
known stanza provides the deep meaning to the experience of joy.  
As we struggle with our brokenness and failings as human beings, 
the Good News is that in Jesus God comes to proclaim GodΩs love 
for us while we are still  broken!  Paul puts it this way in his letter to 
the church in Rome, άFor while we were yet sinners, Christ died for 
us!έ   



 
 

God doesnΩt withhold love from us until we get cleaned up and  
trouble free.  God loves us just as we are and when we trust in that 
love God brings us to wholeness and life!  On Sunday, December 22, 
we will look at the phrase from the fourth stanza, άHe rules the 
world with truth and graceέΦ  We will celebrate that it is GodΩs rule, 
not ours, that is the truth and GodΩs gracious love calls us ever     
forward to healing and life!  On Christmas Eve we will lift up the 
powerful phrase from the fourth stanza, άWonders of his loveέΦ 
GodΩs love knows no bounds and as Paul tells us later in his letter to 
the church in Rome, άnothing can separate us from GodΩs loveέΦ  It is 
the most powerful thing in our world and as we experience it more 
deeply the most natural response is άwonderέΦ 
 
άWƻȅ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ²ƻǊƭŘέ may be 300 years old this year but its power and 
importance for all of GodΩs children has not diminished!  It is a joy 
that goes beyond the condition of our circumstances and the fickle 
tides of our emotions.  It is a joy beyond our understanding and  
control.  Yet, it is a force that transforms our world and lives.  Come, 
join us in celebrating this wonderful song!
